Prairie Restoration

The restoration of certain sections of the
Frankford fields continues. it is fascinating
ic see the prairie come alive after an
unusually cold winter. Native wildflowers of
various colors—yellow, lavender and white,
were the firsis plants observed this spring
followed by grasses like sideoats gramsa
and big blue stem. Last year's prairie
plants, which turned russet and brown
during fall and winter are now giving way to
new plants—wildflowers and grasses of
different shades of green. Lying like a soft
carpet at the base of the prairie is the site's
native buffalo grass. We continue to
remove non-native plants and weeds so
that the native flowers and grasses can
flourish in their natural habitat. By
Decoration Day this year's prairie should be
on its way to reaching its full growth. it is 2
beautiful site to see a small child walk
through the fall grasses with arms
outstretched, experiencing one of North
Texas' most beautiful natural resources—
the prairie.

Cemetery Courtesy and Protocol

On Decoration Day weekend many
Frankford families will visit the cemetery to
place flowers on graves of loved ones.
Some folks like to do a little gardening on
their plots as well. With just one main
access into the cemetery (the concrete
drive in the middle) it is easy for vehicles to
get wedged in between other vehicles and
unable to exit the cemetery. To avoid this

frustrating situation the board asks
everyone decorating graves or visiting the
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cemetery during Decoration Day weekend
to follow this protocol:

Please park outside the cemetery if at all
possible. | you musi park on the drive in
the middle of the cemetery, please no more
than two vehicles on the drive at a time. Be
alert to the need to back out your vehicle if
the person in front of you is ready to leave.

Please, no vehicles on cemetery grounds
(other than the concrete drive). Funeral
home vehicles are the only vehicles allowed
on the cemetery grounds.
